TOPIC: Postponement or cancellation of the Lambeth Conference
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(Attachment to R-3)

CANON 27
OF THE CATHEDRAL DOMAIN CAMPS AND CONFERENCES BOARD

27.01 The Camps and Conferences Board (the “Board”) shall consist of twelve
(12) persons. At least four members shall, upon the nomination of the Bishop, be
elected by the Convention each year, for terms of three years each, so that one-
third of the elected membership shall be annually elected. No elected member
having served two or more years shall be eligible for election to an immediately
succeeding term. All elected members shall serve until a successor is installed.
Each year the Bishop shall designate one of the twelve members as Chair of the
Board. Vacancies shall be filled by appointment of the Bishop for the remainder
of the unexpired term. All members shall, acting as the Camps and Conferences
Board, have the duties and authorities enumerated in this Canon or established
pursuant to these Canons by the Bishop and Executive Council. The action of a
majority of those so elected and of those who are members under 27.02, in the
aggregate, shall constitute the action of the Camps and Conferences Board. In
the event that a member shall fail to attend two meetings of the Board without
good cause in a calendar year, that member shall be deemed to have resigned
from the Board and the vacancy created thereby shall be filled as herein set
forth.

27.01.a The current elected members shall serve out the remainder of their
terms.
27.02 The Bishop and the Assistant Treasurer of the Diocese shall be Ex

Officio members of the Camps and Conferences Board.

27.03 The use by the public, including members of The Episcopal Church
and all others, of Camps and Conferences property and facilities of the Diocese
of Lexington, including specifically but without limitation, the All Saints
Conference Center and Camp Moody at the Cathedral Domain

shall be at all times subject to the rules, regulations, policies, procedures and
provisions governing such use as may be established by the Bishop, these
Canons, the Executive Council or the duly appointed and acting Director of the
property and facilities, all of which shall be collected, reviewed, and published by
the Camps and Conferences Board in a clear and concise document, which
document shall be published upon the advice and consent of the Bishop and the
Executive Council.

27.04 The Camps and Conferences Board may from time to time adopt,
subject to the provisions of the Constitution and Canons of the Episcopal Church
and of the Diocese of Lexington such other rules, regulations, policies,
procedures and provisions governing use of such properties and facilities of the
Diocese of Lexington for purposes of conferences, camps, retreats, and similar
purposes as may be necessary and appropriate to assure the proper



management and regulation of the agents, employees, volunteers, and others
subject to the management and control of the Diocese of Lexington in order to
provide secure and appropriate environments for camps, retreats, and
conferences, and so as to comply with the requirements of any policies of
insurance maintained by the Diocese of Lexington and so as to minimize
exposure to liability in the secular courts, which additional such rules and
policies shall, upon advice and consent of the Bishop and Executive Council, be
added to the documents to be published under the provisions of Canon 27.03, or
which document shall be modified, from time to time, so as to include such
additional rules and policies.

27.05 The Camps and Conferences Board shall prepare an annual
budget for its operations in accordance with the procedures established by the
Executive Council for the preparation of the Diocesan budget and shall be
charged with the day-to-day responsibility for the implementation of that budget.
The Board shall prescribe its own procedural rules for the performance of its
duties and for the carrying out of its functions, provided, however, the rules so
adopted shall not be in conflict with any action taken by the Convention or with
the Constitution and Canons of the Episcopal Church and of the Diocese of
Lexington.

27.06 The Camps and Conferences Board shall meet at the call of its
chair at least six times annually or at the call of the Bishop.

27.07 The Camps and Conferences Board shall file with the Bishop and with the
Executive Council a report of the action taken at each of its meetings, together
with a copy of the minutes of each meeting, and shall file a written report with the
Convention at each of its Annual Meetings, which annual report shall be filed with
the Secretary of the Convention at least sixty days prior to the Annual Meeting.

27.08 Subiject to the advice and consent of the Bishop and Executive Council, in
order to develop, plan and implement a financially sustainable ministry, the
Camps and Conference Board shall be responsible for its financial affairs
including the preparation of its annual budget, its property operations, marketing,
fund-raising, its operational policies and relations with the Parishes and Missions
of the Diocese.
